3 simple ways to eat healthier every day
Diets can be difficult to navigate. Since no two 

people are the same, a healthy diet that satisfies 
one person won’t necessarily satisfy another. 
Vegetarians might be perfectly happy without 
chicken or steak, while some people might shud-
der at the notion of never indulging in the occa-
sional filet mignon.

While the most effective diets tend to be those 
that emphasize nutrition while still allowing 
individuals to indulge in some of their favorite 
dishes in moderation, the following are three 
ways that everyone, regardless of their personal 
preference, can eat healthy every day.

1. Eat lots of whole-grain carbohydrates. 
Fad diets tend to paint carbs as the enemy, but 

various studies have shown just how integral 
carbohydrates, particularly whole-grain variet-
ies, are to a healthy diet. One such study pub-
lished in 2018 in the medical journal The Lancet 
Public Health found that diets that got between 
50 and 55 percent of their calories from plant-
based carbohydrates like whole grains were 

associated with a lower risk of mortality than 
low-carb diets that favored animal-derived pro-
tein sources. When buying carbs at the grocery 
store, shoppers can opt for whole-grain variet-
ies, including whole-grain pastas, brown rice and 
cereals. That won’t require sacrificing flavor and 
makes for a simple way to eat healthier every 
day.

2. Make a concerted effort to eat more fruits 
and vegetables. 

The United Kingdom-based National Health 
Service, which is the largest single-payer health-
care system in the world, recommends eating at 
least five portions of fruits and vegetables every 
day. That may sound like a lot, but it’s pretty 
easy to incorporate all those healthy fruits and 
veggies into a diet. For example, add a serving of 
antioxidant-rich blueberries to your cereal bowl 
each morning. At dinner time, allow vegetables 
to take up the most real estate on your plate. 
The Centers for Disease Control and Prevention 
note that diets rich in fruits and veggies can help 

people control their weight and may even reduce 
their risk for certain diseases, including cancer.

3. Kick added sugars to the curb.
AVOIDING ADDED SUGARS IS ANOTHER WAY ANYONE, 
regardless of their food preferences, can eat healthier every 
day. Healthy foods such as fruit contain natural sugars, and 
these don’t pose a threat to overall health. However, added 
sugars, which the Harvard Medical School notes are found 
in many foods and can include honey, molasses and corn 
syrup, can increase a person’s risk for various conditions and 
diseases, including obesity, heart disease and diabetes. Fruit 
contains fiber that slows the absorption of natural sugars, but 
the body digests added sugars much more quickly, leading to 
an uptick in blood sugar levels that can ultimately contribute to 
diabetes. Added sugars can be found in a host of foods and 
beverages, including some that aren’t generally considered 
unhealthy, like bread, certain breakfast cereals and pasta 
sauces. When shopping, consumers should read nutrition 
labels and avoid products with excessive amounts of sugar.

Doig is a shining example 
of the tireless efforts our 
members of law enforce-
ment exhibit every day to 
protect and preserve our 
natural resources for the 
people of New York State.”

Shikar-Safari Club Inter-
national was founded in 
1952 by an international 
group of hunters interested 
in exchanging ideas about 
the sport. Each year the 
club sponsors an award for 
the Wildlife Conservation 
Police Officer of the Year in 
all 50 states, 10 Canadian 
provinces, and the terri-
tories of both nations, ac-
knowledging the important 
part ECOs play in local, na-
tional, and international 
wildlife conservation.

ECO Doig grew up on a 
beef farm in the rural town 
of Andes. After graduating 
from Andes Central School 
in 1999, ECO Doig attended 
college at SUNY Cortland 
where he earned a Bach-
elor of Science Degree. After 
graduation he worked as a 
surveyor for six months be-
fore he was called to attend 
the police academy in 2004 
at age 23. After the acad-
emy, he worked with DEC’s 
Long Island Marine Unit 
until 2008, before transfer-
ring to his home county.

ECO Doig is committed 
to supporting wildlife reha-
bilitation efforts and local 
rehabbers. Members of the 
Delaware County public 
have repeatedly expressed 
their appreciation for his 
efforts in capturing and as-
sisting with the rehabilita-
tion and release of mul-
tiple species.

During his time as an of-
ficer, ECO Doig has handled 
various cases ranging from 
illegal deer to undersized 
fish and illegal possession 
of rattlesnakes. He was also 
involved in a case with mul-
tiple federal charges for 
the illegal commercializa-

tion of yellowfin tuna and 
mako shark.

In 2017, Doig became a 
member of the NYSDEC 
Unmanned Arial System 
(UAS) Drone Unit, which 
utilizes the aircraft to bet-
ter respond to emergencies 
and protect the public.

River region is one of the 
largest wintering habitats

Protected lands in 
Sullivan County, New York 
and Pike and Wayne coun-
ties in Pennsylvania provide 
a haven for these migratory 
birds and breeding eagles 
living here year-round.

Social Security 
Administration 
Announces New 
Online Reporting 
Form for Imposter 

Scam Calls
Andrew Saul, Commis-

sioner of Social Security, 
and Gail S. Ennis, Inspec-
tor General for the Social 
Security Administration, 
announced the launch of 
a dedicated online form at 
oig.ssa.gov to receive re-
ports from the public of So-
cial Security-related scams.

These scams—in which 
fraudulent callers mislead 
victims into making cash or 
gift card payments to avoid 
arrest for purported Social 
Security number prob-
lems—have skyrocketed in 
the past year, becoming the 
No. 1 form of fraud reported 
to the Federal Trade Com-
mission and the Social Se-
curity Administration.

To combat these scams, 
Social Security and the OIG 
will use the new online form 
to capture data that will 
be analyzed for trends and 
commonalities. The OIG 
will use the data to identify 
investigative leads, which 
could help identify crimi-
nal entities or individuals 
participating in or facilitat-
ing the scams. Ultimately, 
these efforts are expected to 
disrupt the scammers, help 
reduce this type of fraud 
and reduce the number 
of victims.

Commissioner Saul and 
Inspector General Ennis 
encourage the public to use 
the new form to report So-
cial Security phone scams, 
including robocalls and live 
callers, as well as email, 
text and in-person scams. 
The form allows people to 
create a unique personal 
identification number, so 
that if OIG contacts a per-
son about their report, the 
individual will know the call 
is legitimate.

Social Security employ-
ees do occasionally contact 
people—generally those 
with ongoing business 
with the agency—by tele-
phone for business pur-
poses. However, Social Se-
curity employees will never 
threaten a person, or prom-
ise a Social Security ben-
efit approval or increase in 
exchange for information 
or money. In those cases, 
the call is fraudulent, and 
people should just hang up.

The agency mainly calls 
people who have recently 
applied for a Social Security 
benefit, someone who is al-
ready receiving payments 
and requires an update to 
their record or a person 
who has requested a phone 

call from the agency. If a 
person is not in one of these 
situations, they normally 
would not receive a call 
from the agency.

Social Security will not:
• Tell you that your Social 

Security number has been 
suspended.

• Contact you to demand 
an immediate payment.

• Ask you for credit or 
debit card numbers over 
the phone.

•  Require  a  specif ic 
means of debt repayment, 
such as a prepaid debit 
card, retail gift card or cash.

• Demand that you pay a 
Social Security debt with-
out the ability to appeal the 
amount you owe.

• Promise a Social Se-
curity benefit approval, or 
increase, in exchange for 
information or money.

If there is a problem with 
a person’s Social Security 
number or record, in most 
cases, Social Security will 
mail a letter. If a person 
needs to submit payments 
to Social Security, the agen-
cy will send a letter with in-
structions and payment op-
tions. People should never 
provide information or pay-
ment over the phone or in-
ternet, unless they are cer-
tain of who is receiving it.

New App Helps 
Injured Workers 
Attend Workers’ 
Compensation 

Hearings
New York State Work-

ers’ Compensation Board 
Chair Clarissa M. Rodriguez 
announced the board has 
launched a new tool that 
makes it even easier for in-
jured workers, attorneys 
and other participants to 
attend workers’ compensa-
tion hearings remotely. The 
board’s virtual hearings, a 
first-in-the-nation initia-
tive, give injured workers a 
way to move the claim pro-
cess forward without having 
to travel many miles for a 
hearing that may last only 
minutes, which is especially 
beneficial depending on the 
extent of their injuries.

The board is now offer-
ing an app that may further 
improve the user experi-
ence for those attending 
virtual hearings. The WCB 
VHC app is free in the iOS 
App Store and does not re-
quire users to install any 
additional software on their 
mobile device. It employs a 
simple interface that guides 
the user from sign on, to the 
virtual waiting room, and 
finally to the video hearing 
once a judge calls the case.

“The feedback we’ve re-
ceived about virtual hear-
ings has been overwhelm-
ingly positive, and now 
we’re making it even better 
with an easy-to-use app,” 
Board Chair Rodriquez 
said. “This will help in-
jured workers not just here

CB11AUd

in New York, but in other 

parts of the country as well, 

by removing the burden of 

travel, which can be treach-

erous this time of year.”

In addition to added 

convenience for injured 

workers, the new app may 

be particularly helpful for 

attorneys and licensed rep-

resentatives who attend 

hearings regularly because 

it saves sign-on profile in-

formation, allowing users 

to log in faster. Users can 

also remove a hearing from 

their schedule if informa-

tion was entered incorrectly 

or if they are no longer ap-

pearing for a case.

Parties using the app 

can still use other apps or 

features on their mobile 

devices while waiting for 

their hearing to be called. A 

notification will automati-

cally alert them when it’s 

time to join a hearing, even 

if they’re in another app or 

their screen is off.

The New York State Work-

ers’ Compensation Board 

developed virtual hearings 

in partnership with the Of-

fice of Information Tech-

nology Services to give all 

parties involved the option 

of using a smart phone, tab-

let or computer to attend 

hearings. This is the first 

high definition, all access 

system for legal hearings in 

the nation, where multiple 

users in different locations 

log in once and then move 

from one hearing to an-

other. Virtual hearings are 

entirely optional though, 

and parties can always 

choose to attend in-person 

if they prefer.

“The app release is just 

one more example of how 

the Board is committed 

to growing and improving 

the workers’ compensa-

tion system,” Board Chair 

Rodriguez said. “With vir-

tual hearings, this new app 

and other recent initiatives, 

we’re also demonstrating 

that we’re a ‘new and im-

proved’ Board – one that’s 

better for workers and bet-

ter for business.”

Virtual hearings were first 

tested in the Capital District 

Office in Menands in No-

vember 2017, and are now 

available at all Board loca-

tions except Newburgh and 

Allegany.

Eco-Friendly Paving 
Revives Park 

Pathways
Yellowstone National Park 

experiences more than 4 
million visits annually. The 
park’s volume of foot traf-
fic, particularly around the 
famous geyser, Old Faithful, 
has put a strain on the exist-
ing walkways.

Tire manufacturer Mi-
chelin first partnered with 
Yellowstone three years ago, 

providing the park with reli-
able tires for its many rec-
reational and maintenance 
vehicles. This partnership 
also helped identify other ar-
eas where the company could 
provide assistance, including 
answering the challenge of 
creating new and improved 
paths that would accommo-
date the crowds without dis-
turbing the park’s ecosystem.

Now, the goals in creating 
upgraded walkways around 
the park’s most popular areas 
include finding a paving ma-
terial that is durable but also 
sustainably produced.

Using recycled tires that 
Michelin donated to the park, 
the Michelin Corporate Foun-
dation’s plan involves replac-
ing the aging asphalt paths in 
Yellowstone with KBI Flexi-
Pave, a porous material that 
allows rainwater and melt-
ing snow to drain through 
the material. This process 
promotes the natural flow of 
water, minimizes erosion, and 
allows water to replenish the 
geyser basin at Yellowstone’s 
Upper Geyser Basin.

In addition, Flexi-Pave 
does not release pollutants 
into the soil, break apart with 
wear, or cause significant 
storm-water runoff.

Flexi-Pave is a composite 
product made of stone and 
rubber granules that is chemi-
cally inert. The granules cre-
ate a safe, durable, non-slip 
walking surface that accom-
modates wheelchairs as well 
as walkers. The unique mate-
rial and design of the Flexi-
Pave surface also resists the 
wear and tear associated 
with freezing and thawing 
conditions.

Additional goals of the 
ongoing partnership between 
Michelin and Yellowstone 
include educating the public 
about the importance of pre-
serving national parks and 
inspiring similar projects 
elsewhere.

“We hope that this eco-
friendly park walkway will 
inspire other similar projects 
that help preserve natural sys-
tems,” says Jeff Augustin, Se-
nior Director of Park Projects 
at Yellowstone Forever, the 
official nonprofit partner of 
Yellowstone National Park.

“Yellowstone shares Mi-
chelin’s commitment to being 
a global leader in sustainabil-
ity for the future,” says Leesa 
Owens, director of commu-
nity relations for Michelin 
North America. “Our partner-
ship has created opportunities 
for visitors to enjoy the park’s 
wonders for years to come.”
