Along with the read-
ily apparent effects of the 
COVID-19 pandemic on 
public health, the virus 
has also challenged the 
health of the local and 
national economy.

When a stay-at-home 
order issued by New 
York State Governor An-
drew Cuomo went into 
effect March 22, 2020, 
all non-essential busi-
nesses were forced to 
shut down. Businesses 
that were permitted to 
remain open included 
pharmacies, hardware 
stores, utility companies 
and food services, among 
other industries. 

While these businesses 
were allowed to be open, 

they had to operate under 
COVID-19 safety guide-
lines. These guidelines 
included social distanc-
ing, mask-wearing and 
limiting building capacity. 
These guidelines have fol-
lowed each industry that 
has been allowed to open 
since the state started its 
phased opening in May 
2020. 

Consumership de-
creased because fewer 
customers were able to 
enter a building at one 
time, people were un-
willing to enter a building 
if they were required to 
wear a mask and people 
were worried about be-
coming infected with the 
virus. 

While these factors had 
detrimental effects on the 

local economy, the CO-
VID-19 pandemic also 
brought about changes 
that may have had posi-
tive impacts. High-popu-
lation areas like New York 
City had the greatest rates 
of COVID-19 cases, and 
this inspired some people 
to move to more rural ar-
eas like Delaware County. 
The county’s occupancy 
tax is currently approxi-
mately 40% higher than 
it was in 2019, said Ray 
Pucci, president of the 
Delaware County Cham-
ber of Commerce. This 
suggests that the county 
saw more visitors in 2020 
than in previous years. 

Along with a population 
increase, many people 
began spending more 
time at home and sev-
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Tailgating is a time-hon-
ored and beloved tradi-
tion among football fans.

The smell of barbecue

eral industries profited off 
of this newly-found free 
time. Many building sup-
ply and hardware com-
panies saw an increase 
in profits as people had 
more time to work on 
home renovation proj-
ects. 

Other industries that 
saw increased consumer 
activity include liquor 
stores and real estate. 
Pucci said in 2020, Dela-
ware County had the best 
real estate market since 
1985. Pucci said he ex-
pects many people who 
were long-term visitors 
during the pandemic to 
stay in the area once they 
see what the county has 
to offer. He said this area 
has better internet avail-
ability than much of up-
state New York, and while 
property value in the 
county has increased, it is 
still low in comparison to 
other places in New York. 

“In a weird way, we 
have really been com-
ing together for this mo-
ment,” Pucci said. 

While unemployment 
in the county increased in 
2020 from 2019, it is low 
in comparison to other 
counties in the state. The 
highest rate of unemploy-
ment Delaware County 
saw in 2020 was 11% and 
as of December, the rate 
was approximately 4.7%, 
Pucci said. The statewide 
unemployment rate was 
8.1% as of November 
2020, according to the 
New York State Depart-
ment of Labor. In Novem-
ber 2019, the statewide 
unemployment rate was 
4%.

Along with relatively 

low unemployment rates, 
Delaware County also 
saw an increase in sales 
tax revenue from 2019 to 
2020. According to data 
from the New York State 
Department of Taxation 
and Finance, Delaware 
County is the only county 
in the Southern Tier that 
had an increase in sales 
tax revenue. The county 
saw a .9% increase in 
2020 as of August. The 
monthly percentages in 
the county are similar to 
those of other counties, 
apart from an outlier in 
March when the county 
had a 159.3% increase in 
sales tax revenue. The 
county with the second 
highest increase in March 
was Schuyler County with 
a 27.4% increase.

While the overall econ-
omy in the county has not 
been significantly dam-
aged, some individual 
businesses struggled to 
maintain profits. Many 
of these were retail busi-
nesses that were forced 
to close in March. Catskill 
Seasons LTD is a sports 
and outdoors supply 
store in Margaretville that 
would have had to close 
under the governor’s reg-
ulations, but owner Linda 
Ballard was determined 
to stay open. She started 
stocking local food prod-
ucts along with her sports 
apparel and equipment 
so the store could be clas-
sified as a food service. 
This allowed her to keep 
the store open for the en-
tirety of the stay-at-home 
order, and the store had 
its most successful year 
since opening in 2017.  

“I just did what I had to 
do to keep my business 

going,” Ballard said. “I’m 
following my dreams and 
keeping my dreams alive, 
and I’m not gonna let 
them shut me down.”

Bal la rd  sa id  she 
stocked up on items that 
would be high in demand 
like paper products, bak-
ing supplies and personal 
protective equipment 
(PPE), which she was 
able to supply to local 
emergency medical ser-
vices (EMS), fire depart-
ments and other frontline 
workers. 

“I made sure to give 
back to the community 
because the community 
was giving back to me,” 
Ballard said.

Pucci said the chamber 
of commerce has been 
supporting businesses by 
compiling information 
and resources for busi-
nesses, offering work-
shops for business own-
ers and advocating for 
local businesses in meet-
ings with elected officials. 

He said that as busi-
nesses reopen, it will be 
important for business 
owners to work on restor-
ing consumer confidence 
in the safety of going 
into stores. Pucci recom-
mended businesses do 
this by informing cus-
tomers of their sanitation 
practices and enforcing 
mask-wearing and social 
distancing guidelines. 

Pucci said it is also im-
portant that customers 
support local businesses. 
He said wearing a mask 
while visiting local shops 
is the best way for con-
sumers to help the local 
economy.

“It’s a sign of respect, 
it’s a sign of courtesy to 
the business owner,” 
Pucci said. “Before you 
walk into that store, put 
on a mask.”

replace the atmosphere 
of a stadium parking lot 
tailgate, fans can do their 
best to recreate a safe ex-
perience at home for this 
year’s football playoffs.
