EMERGENCY 911 BEGINS JANUARY 1985

by Hugh McMillan

Kext month, January 1985, your
Key Peninsula Fire Department will
no longer be handling emergency
dispatch of our fire and medical
aid personnel and vehicles, All such
dispatching will be handled by the
Lakewood Emergency Dispatch Service.
This means that, while you will
continue to place all emergency
calls over 884-2161 or 857=-2311,
you will not hear Mary Ramsdell's
familiar voice when you do so,
This move is the first phase in our
District's preparation for the
vastly superior E-911 dispatch system

which will be instituted in September/

October 1955,

As you know, E-911 was approved
by Pierce County voters in 1982.
The system is being paid for by the
$.50 surcharge on all of our tele-
phone bills. 1Initially, some money
from KPFD funds must be paid into
the new system, However, this
investment will play a major role
in our District's recovery of refunds
from the E-911 system to pay for new
communications equipment needed to
meet district needs now and in the
future. (Example: We need eleven
new radios at $1,100 each, new
pagexrs at $395 each etc. in order to

meet the requirements of Pierce county.)

The new equipment is needed
because of the extraordinary increase
in county-wide radio traffic; the
airways are dangerously overcrowded,
(Examples a few years ago, KPFD

handled some 200 emexgency calls;
in 1985 we handled more than 700.
All 27 fire districts in the county
have experienced the same load
increase.) It is, therefore,
essential that we move from one to
four frequencies to cope with the
load,

Participation in E-911 will not
only be more efficacious, 1t will
save us some 65% of the costs which
would be needed to support a system
of cur own. We can no longer make
do with a single dispatcher; without
E-911 we would have to hire three
full time communicators. (Example:
when we dispatch an ambulance, the
dispatcher must remain on the air
until it returns to the district;
the round trip averages three hours,
no matter what time the emergency
occurs. At present, that means
Mary will have to stay at the radio
even if it's from 2:00-5:00 a.m,)

explain what all is involved in
E-911., Call 884-2222 or 857-2291,

Indians often
paddled through Pitt Pass in their
cedar dugout cances, She remembered

watching Tndians drying clams on racks

at their camps near Longbranch, and
brown skinmed children playing =long
the beach.

Miss Barnett was Mom's first
teacher, She resmembercd that the
"New Franklin First Reader" was her
firast school book. Each child had
his or her personal slate instead
of paper tablets. Mom's school,
district 51, was attended by her
brothers and sisters, and finally by
her own kids, including me. It was
a one room school, with one teacher
for all eight grades,

Grandfather Flovd cut wood
for thé old steamer "Blue Star'.

A trading boat, the "Otter"
by a man named Brown, used to anchor
in Floyds Cove now and then. The
settlers rowed oul to buy sugar,
flour and other essentials that
they did not usually produce on
their “ranches".

Money was scarce. Men sometimes
worked for one of the meny small
loggers.

Steamboats were a major limk
between islanders and the wonders
of the "big cities," Tacoma was
the usual destination, but there was
some trafflc te Steilacoom and Olympia
alsc. Mom mentions riding on the
Messenger, Meta, and Typhoon as
among the clder boats. There were
dozens of cthers that came and went
with the years, :

At one time Mom's uncle Joe
Floyd, John Hudson and George Meyers
of Longbranch formed a partnership
to take out spars for the ocean
sailing ships. Beautiful long,
straight Douglas Fir spars were
plentiful then, Those spars would
be worth big money now, perhaps for
flagpoles,
