SAKURA NURSERY’S
JUNE GARDENING TALK

LAWN CARE

With the heat of summer and an
unusually dry spring your lawn will
need exlra care to keep it green and
healthy this summer.

Watering will depend on how much
sun, wind and rain we get this summer.
But by watering deeply and less often
the grass roots will grown deeper and
your lawn can go longer between
waterings. This also helps to keep
down weeds and diseases.

Early morning is the best time to
water. There is usually less wind and
with the cool morning temperatures
more water gets to the roots instead of
evaporating.

When you mow your lawn you
should remove only one third of the
present growth. If you cut too much
you expose stems that have been shad-
ed and may be burned by the sun and
turn brown. Leaving the clippings on
the lawn is okay If you mow often

. @nough so that there isn’t a thick layer
of clippings smothering the grass
below. A light layer of clippings will
deteriorate and fertjlize your lawn as it
decays.

Spring and fall are the best times to
fertilize. With the spring and fall fer-
tilizers you can also get moss control
and in late spring a weed and feed will
get rid of those bothersome weeds.

One of the best ways o get a great
looking lawn is the spread 11b. of lawn
seed per 1,000 sq. ft. every spring. This
will rejuveniate your lawn with con-
tinuous new growth.

FARLEY MOWAT: Canadian
author of over Lwo dozen books
that have been translated into
thirty languages was barred from
entry into the United States
about one month ago. He was about
to tour the country to promote
his latest book, SEA OF SLAUGHTER.
Mowat is among some 30,000 people
listed in a publication called
the LOOKOUT BOOK who are consid-
ered a threat to national secu-
rity and who are therefore
refused entry into the United
States. 'The ban was shortly
cancelled. Prime Minister of
Canada, Brian Mulroney, had said
he was taking immediate steps
to clear the matter up.
