"The True Meaning of Christmas"

What What does Christmas mean
to you? I mean honestly! Often
this time of the year described
as the most joyful time of the
year, is in reality the most
frustrating time of the year.
Let'me illustrate this from
some of the statements I have
heard concerning Christmas:
"I wish the whole month of
December could just be gone;"
"I wish I could wake up tomo-
rrow and Christmas would be
over;"
mean much to me anymore."
fear that even the best inten-
tioned Christion easily gets
'wrapped up" in the commercial-
ism of Christmas and forgets
the true meaning of this sacred
day.

Let's pause in the midst
of this frantic pace that our
society dictates and consider
what is the true meaning of
Christmas.

First, to God the Father
Christmas meant giving his Son.
In the book of the prophet
Isaiah the prophet writes,

“For unto us a child us born,
unto us a son is give, and the
government shall be upon his
shoulder; and his name shall
be called Wonderful, Counselor,
The Mighty God, the Everlasting
Father, the Prince of Peace."
In this verse God reveals to us
something of the person of the
promised Messiah. We can see
his humanity, the fact that he
would be born; we can see his
deity reflected in his name
"The Mighty God'"; we can see
his mission-- "The Prince of
Peace'". Yes, to God the Father
Christmas meant the giving of
His Son, that whosoever believ-
eth in Him should not perish,
but have everlasting life."
(John 3:16) :

Second, to God the Son
Christmas meant leaving heav-
en's glory to become a ser—
vant, obedient unto death.
Jesus, co-creator with the
Father left heaven's glory,
laid aside the use of his
devine attributes, and be-—
came one among the creation.

Third, Christmas means
that God has provided a Savior
to the world. Paul, the ap-
ostle, writing to his co-lab-
orer TimothY, under the inspi-
ration of the Holy Spirit, re-
cords for us the -heart of
God in this matter. He says
that God is not willing that

The following memoir is
written by Stella Edmonds
Retherford who grew up in
Home, Washington until the
age of 14 when she left to
attend Stadium High in Tacoma
and the University of Washing-
ton.

At about 10:00 AM we dock
at the foot of 11th Street. The
charm of each stop along the
way 1s missing in Tacoma. The
water is oily with unidentifi-
able pieces of flotsam and the
dock is dirty. The fifteen or
so passengers walk up the wide,
dusty ramp-like corridor past
long-closed shops with dirty
blank show windows. There is a
long flight of unkempt stairs
and an abrupt turn to the left
and you emerge from this dismal
tunnel on to A Street. The era
of fine boats carrying affluent
passengers, has come and gone.

departure downtown, you could
take a bus out 6th Avenue to
catch the Sentinel at it's
Day Island stop.

By the time we
reach Sunny Bay, the passenger
cabin lights have come on
(sunrise, 7:41 AM; sunset 4:07
PM). We children are admiring
each other's purchases and
comparing prices while our
mothers converse about whatever
mothers talk about after a day
"in town" with two excited
children.

Home dock, 5:00 PM, and
the tide is so low the top of
the boat barely reaches the
level of the dock. We climb
the stairs to the boat cor
hurricane deck and Jim steadies
each passenger as he crosses
that deep, dark abyss between
boat and wharf with precicus
bundles. The Sertinel, with a
short, goodby whistleblast,
steams for it's home port of
Lakebay to spend the night -

his coal-oil lantern to help
light our way along the water-
front through the dark drizzle.
The doal-oil lamp in the window
of our house represents a
return to the security of home.
Good morning! This is the day
to choose our Christmas tree.
We are now old enough to take
the small saw to cut the tree
and bring it home ourselves.
Lunch is placed securely in a
pocket and we set off on this
most important mission. Weeks
before, several candidate trees
had been spotted in a recently
logged-over area along the
Lackey Road. With much discuss-
ion of size and symmetry, a
choice is finally made and the
little tree is triumphantly
carried home.

Fresh paper chains and
pop-corn strings have been

prepared and along with carefully

saved tinsel from previous
years, the little tree is dress-
ed for it's part. The gold
star on top and a tinsel angel
graced Christmas trees in my
Mother's childhood in Home.
There are no lights on the

tree (as electricity was yet
three years away for us) and no
candles are allowed to be lit
on the tree. Mantles and
buffet are decorated with holly
sprigs from the trees in front
of the house.

On Christmas Eve, grand-
parents, George and Sylvia
Allen, come for dinner and the
great present exchanging time.

Garden
carts, a sturdy childs wagon,
a tub of wood or ceramic for a
patio planting, a set of casters
on a base to move large tubs, a
handsome container for a house-
plant (get the type that have
an attached saucer or a matching
one to protect your furniture)
all these make welcome gifts.
