Complying with federal and state
regulations concerning chemicals
in the workplace can be 4 real bur-
den to a business strugeling in
today's market place.

Many small businesses make two
big mistakes: First they believe the
regulations do not apply to them
because they are too small, In fact,
OSHA's Hazard Communication
Standard applies to any business
that uses hazardous chemicals and
has at Jeast one employee. Also,
EPA type Dangerous Waste Regu-
lations regulate any business that
generates 2201bs (apx 25 gal) of haz-
ardous waste in any month and
sometimes as little as 2.2 1bs (appx.
| quart) a month, Even those busi-
nesses under the 220 1bs waste Lint
are not “unregulated”. They are
“Conditionally Exempt”, which

rans there are certain conditions
they mustcontinually megtinorder
to remain exempt. Secondly, many
businesses believe that because
they met requirements of the Haz-
ard Communication Standard sav.
cral years ago, they have every-
thing “under control”, Unfortu-
nately, when programs are not
regularly reviewed and updated to

track with regulatory changes,
those companies who believe they
areincompliance are often shocked
to find they are at the wrong end of
an environmental inspection,

Inspectors will cite businesses not
only for practices that do not com-
ply with theregulations but also for
lack of documentation such as
training records and for missing
required paper work.

The plain fact is that the regula-
tors consider the big operators tobe
rq'tty much incompliance by now.

Ake tumbleweeds rolling down-
hill, more regulatory time is now
available to take a closer look at
smaller businesses.

The prudent approach for all
businesses is to analyze their pro-
grams and update them as soon as

ssible. Contracting for outside

elp with this process can often be
more cost effective and provide
greater confidencethantrying todo
it all themselves. The cost of com-
pliance is generally a lot less than
the cost of being tagged for non-
compliance,
